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Online Safety: Presentation for schools
The Head of Key Stage 3 has asked you to prepare a presentation about online safety.  They will be using this as part of an assembly for the new year 7 students.  The presentation should be five slides long and last for no more than 10 minutes.  You should also prepare a printed handout from your presentation with all of the slides fitted onto one side of A4.  

Instructions
Choose a suitable application to produce the presentation
Create a presentation that is five slides long

Use a master slide to position the school logo (ask your teacher to supply a copy)

Use a master slide to include the slide number at the bottom of each slide

Incorporate the school colours as part of the layout of your presentation

Make sure the text is easily readable from the back of the hall

Do NOT include animations or transitions in your presentation

The first slide should be a title slide

The second slide should provide an introduction to the topic – you will need to write this yourself
Open the file ‘online safety.doc’
Select relevant information from that file and include it on slides 3-5 of your presentation (you do not have to use every piece of information)
Select suitable images for your presentation from the internet
· a maximum of one image per slide
· images should not be pixellated

· images should not have copyright notices on them

Save your presentation with an appropriate name

Print your presentation as a handout in black and white with all five slides on a single page of A4.
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
